• The new halter judging system will be used at 
the Futurity Festival this year. 

• This will be the last year that the show will be 
held at the Alliant Energy Center.  Our contract 
is up and will not be renewed.  We simply 
cannot keep losing money on this show. 

• We are looking at several different options of 
facilities and show formats for next year. 

• Because of the negative profits for the last few 
years, there will not be the usual $500 addition 
to the Produce of Dam or Get of Sire classes.  
Remember, those paybacks are awarded the 
the owner of the Sire and the owner of the 
Dam which the progeny are representing.

IMPORTANT! 
 WDHA Futurity/Maturity Changes 

There has been a lot of discussion about changing the 
late fee schedule for Halter and Performance Futurity 
entries.  Because of the declining number of horses 
entered in our futurity each year, the payback totals have 
gone down each year as well. 

It doesn’t make sense for someone to pay $180 to enter 
their newly purchased yearling filly when the first place 
halter filly (out of 5 entries) only took home $162.55 last 
year.  Likewise, to enter a 4 year old performance horse 
would cost $240.  There were only 2 horses in the PB 
English class last year and the winner took home 
$169.80. 

There has always been a lot of confusion about the 
nomination/renomination process for the Performance 
Futurity.  Every year there are members who wish to put 
their upcoming 3 and 4 year old horses into the 
performance division who did not realize that they must 
be nominated for performance with their yearling 
renomination.  Because of the aforementioned hefty late 
fees, most choose not to participate. 

Obviously these late fees need to be changed.  I would 
propose that they be reduced to the total of the regular 
back fees which would have been paid normally plus a 
flat rate late penalty of $25.00.  Using the above 
examples, the yearling filly total late fee would be $75.00 
and the 4 year old performance horse’s late fee would 
be $175.00.  I know this is still higher than the winnings 
in the example above, but the only horse in the PB 
Western class won $283.00 last year.

Similarly, Maturity horses who do not pay their $50 fee 
on time are charged another $50 (plus the $50 class 
entry fee).  I would like to reduce this to $25 as well.  
Also, I would like to remind everyone that you need to 
send in $50 for each division you wish to show your 
horse in.  

The hard question is, how fair is this to the members 
who have faithfully paid their nominations on time?
